NEW BUSINESS:
A) Nominations for 2018 Chairman/ Vice Chairman / Secretary: Motion by Rudisill, support Doane to appoint Engel as Chairman, J. Pepper as Vice Chairman, and S. Pepper as Secretary of the Lakewood Wastewater Authority. Motion carried.

B) Motion by J. Pepper and supported by Rudisill to adopt the 2018 Board Meeting Schedule as the 3rd Wednesday of each month.
C) Motion made by Doane and supported by J. Pepper to sign the Engagement Letter from Walker Fluke and Sheldon for the annual audit.
D) Motion made by J. Pepper and supported by Rudisill to sign the Legal Service Agreement for the next phase of the Rural Development improvements.
E) Resolution 2018-1: Resolution Adopting Revised Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System Use:
WHEREAS, Act 233, Public Acts of Michigan, 1955, as amended (“Act 233”), provides that an authority may adopt rules and regulations by resolution of its governing body and with concurrence by resolution of constituent municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Odessa, the Township of Odessa, the Township of Woodland, and the Village of Woodland, each located in the county of Ionia or Barry, Michigan (the “Constituent Municipalities”) have incorporated the Lakewood Wastewater Authority (the “Authority”) pursuant to Act 233; and

WHEREAS, the Authority and the Constituent Municipalities have entered into a Sewer System Service Contract and Franchise Agreement whereby the Authority is authorized to provide sanitary sewer service directly to the sanitary sewer system users within the Constituent Municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the Authority has adopted Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System Use, which have been concurred with by the Constituent Municipalities; and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with applicable state and federal laws and regulations, the Authority must adopt new Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System use; and

WHEREAS, the Authority previously examined and approved new Lakewood Wastewater Authority Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System Use; and

WHEREAS, after circulating the Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System Use to the Constituent Municipalities it is necessary to correct certain omissions and to make certain requested revisions; and

WHEREAS; revised Rules and Regulations for Wastewater Collection and Treatment System Use (the “Rules and Regulations”) have been presented to the Board of Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, the Rules and Regulations will be presented to the Constituent Municipalities for concurrence; and

WHEREAS, the Authority intends to enter into an Interjurisdictional Agreement (Sewer Use) with the Township of Berlin with respect to the application of the provisions of the new Rules and Regulations in the Township of Berlin.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1. The Rules and Regulations, along with the corresponding Standard Specifications, are approved and adopted in the form attached hereto.

2. The Rules and Regulations and Standard Specifications shall be provided to the governing bodies of the Constituent Municipalities for review, concurrence, and adoption by resolution.

3. Upon receipt of the concurring resolutions of the Constituent Municipalities, the Secretary of the Authority shall publish a synopsis of the Rules and Regulations and a notice of this Resolution in a newspaper of general circulation in the territory encompassed by the Authority.

4. The Rules and Regulations shall become effective 30 days after the date of publication of the notice and the Rules and Regulations.

5. The Interjurisdictional Agreement (Sewer Use) (the “Agreement”) is approved in the form presented at this meeting with such changes as may be approved by the Authority Chairperson, who is authorized and directed to sign the Agreement.

6. All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions of this resolution be and they are hereby rescinded to the extent of the conflict.
