A) Manager’s Report – Suntken; added that over the weekend we had 2 SSO’s
B) Motion made by J. Pepper and supported by Rudisill to adopt Resolution #2017-6 – To accept Credit Cards. Yeas: Engle, Hummel, S. Pepper, Rudisill, J. Pepper, McCloud  Nays: None. Abstain: None. Absent: None. The resolution is as follows:
WHEREAS, Public Act 280 of 1995, MCL 129.221, et seq. authorizes a wastewater council to adopt a resolution authorizing the acceptance of payments by financial transaction devices; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Lakewood Wastewater Authority Board that acceptable financial transaction devices include credit cards and debit cards; and

WHEREAS, Point and Pay, LLC is a credit services agency that interacts with BS&A software and enables credit card payments to take place between Lakewood Wastewater Authority and Sewer customers; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the credit services provided by Point and Pay, LLC will be borne by the customers using the service; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that effective October 18, 2017, the Lakewood Wastewater Authority Council authorizes the use of financial transaction devices and authorizes the administrative assistant to proceed to implement their use according to the following policy:

1. Financial transactions that may be made by a financial transmission device shall include:

· Real and Personal Property Taxes

· Utility Billing

· Delinquent Real Personal Property Taxes

2. Credit cards and debit card payments are accepted online through the Point and Pay, LLC portal at www.lakeodessa.org and at www.lakewoodwastewater.org.  

3. Credit cards and debit card payments are accepted in person at the Page Building when the card holder is present at the time of the payment transaction.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the cost of using a financial transmission device shall be passed on to the customers who choose to utilize this method of payment at a rate or fee established by Point and Pay, LLC.

RESOLUTION DECLARED ADOPTED.

D) Motion made by J. Pepper and supported by S. Pepper to update Bank Signatures to add Stacy Storm. All Ayes, Motion carried.
