C) Resolution 2018-2 PA 152 Public Employers Contribution to Medical Benefits
 A RESOLUTION TO EXEMPT THE LAKEWOOD WASTEWATER AUTHORITY FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF 2011 P.A. 152 IN 2018
At a regular meeting of the Lakewood Wastewater Authority of Lake Odessa, Michigan, held at the Page Memorial Building, Village of Lake Odessa, Michigan, on the 21st day of February, 2018, at 5:00 p.m.

The following Resolution was offered by Doane and supported by Rudisill.
WHEREAS, on September 27, 2011 the Publicly Funded Health Insurance Contribution Act,

Public Act 152 of 2011 (“Act 152”), became effective in the State of Michigan; and
WHEREAS, Act 152 establishes standards and a process with respect to medical benefit plans offered by public employers; and
WHEREAS, the Lakewood Wastewater Authority has historically recognized, in its role as steward for the public funds entrusted to it, that it must efficiently manage those limited resources; and
WHEREAS, the Lakewood Wastewater Authority constantly engages in a review of expenditures in order to maximize the value it receives for goods and services; and

WHEREAS, the Board of the Lakewood Wastewater Authority believes that, as the elected representatives for the Wastewater, it is best positioned to determine what benefits (including medical benefits) ought to be offered in order to attract and retain the best qualified employees at the lowest overall cost; and
WHEREAS, the Board of the Lakewood Wastewater Authority further believes that compensation determinations for Wastewater employees are most properly the responsibility of the Wastewater’s elected representatives, and not the State of Michigan or its officials; and
WHEREAS, to express its support for home rule government and to recognize that it is the

Board of the Wastewater’s duty to manage Wastewater affairs in order to be most responsive to Wastewater voters, taxpayers and residents;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED that pursuant to Section 8 of Act 152, the Lakewood Wastewater Authority hereby exempts itself from the requirements of Act 152 in 2018.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all resolutions and parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, repealed.

D) Resolution 2018-3 Establishing rates, fees and schedules for sanitary sewer service

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING RATES, FEES, AND SCHEDULES FOR SANITARY SEWER SERVICE
WHEREAS, the Lakewood Wastewater Authority operates the sewer sanitary system (the "System") in a portion of its constituent municipalities, the Township of Odessa, the Township of Woodland, the   Village   of Woodland and the   Village   of Lake   Odessa: (collectively, the "Constituent Municipalities") and
WHEREAS, in order to defray the costs of owning, operating and maintaining that system, the Authority needs to charge users of that system rates, fees and charges for connection to and use of that system; and

WHEREAS, the Authority on May 15, 2013, adopted Rules and Regulations No. 2013-9 that provides fees and charges for connection to and use of the system shall be set by action of the Authority and the Constituent Municipalities; and
(

WHEREAS, such rates, fees and charges should be periodically reviewed to assure they are adequate to fully cover the system's costs; and
NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved, that the Lakewood Wastewater Authority, hereby adopts the following increased sewer rates and fees:
1.    Sewer Connection Fees
a.    Direct - $3,000 each
b.   Indirect - $3,000 each
c.   Permit Fee - $410 each
2.   Sanitary Sewer Rates
a.    Sewer Single-Family Residential Service Fee - $104.46 per    quarter

 b.   Sewer Service Fee - Churches:  $104.46 per quarter
c.   Sewer Service Fee - Schools:  $104.46 per quarter
d.    Sewer Service Fee - Government:   $104.46 per quarter
e.   Sewer Multiple Housing Complexes Service Fee Per Unit:   $104.46 per quarter f.    Sewer Mobile Home Parks Service Fee Per Trailer:   $104.46 per quarter
g.    Sewer Commercial Service Fee (up to 13,000 gallons of water):  $104.46 per quarter
h.   Sewer Commercial Service Fee (above 13,000 gallons of water):  $104.46 per quarter

i.   Sewer Commercial Additional Service Fee:   $7.65 per thousand above 13,000 gallons
J.     Sewer Industrial Service Fee (up to 13,000 gallons of water):  $104.46 per quarter
k.     Sewer Industrial Service Fee (above 13,000 gallons of water):  $104.46 per quarter
I.      Sewer Industrial Additional Service Fee:   $7.65 per thousand above 13,000 gallons
m.   Sewer Industrial Outside Service Fee:  $11.50 per thousand gallons
3.   Industrial Extra Strength Rates
a.    Biological Oxygen Demand (BODs):   $.22 per pound above 300 mg/L
b.   Total Suspended Solids (TSS):  $.25 per pound above 350 mg/L
c.   Total Phosphorus:  $3.90 per pound above 10 mg/L
d.   Total Kjeldahl Nitrogen (TKN), including Ammonia-N:   $.57 per pound above 32 mg/L
e.   Industrial Service Fee:  $25.00 per load

4.   Laboratory Testing Fees
a.    Extra Strength:   $120.00 per sample
b.   Other commercial customers:   $40.00 per quarter
5.   Late Fee
(
a.    Any bill not paid by the due date shall be deemed delinquent and be subject to a late penalty equal to 10% of the amount past due.
6.   Non-Sufficient Fund Check Fee
a.    Fee of $35.00 per check, in addition to any applicable late fees.
7.    Billing Schedule
a.    Sewer charges shall be billed quarterly and due and payable to the Authority on the last day of the billing month:   January 31, April 30, July 31, and October 31.
8.    All resolutions and parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution are rescinded.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the above-referenced rates, fees, and billing schedule shall become effective with the quarterly residential bill dated April 30, 2018 and the monthly industrial bill for April 2018.
